REVIEW OF THE MINUTES

REPORTS

President (Rodriguez)
· Recognition and appreciation for Jennifer Marden’s contributions to the Academic Senate over the years.  She has been promoted and will be working as Administrative Assistant to Nan Gomez-Heitzeberg, Executive Vice President Academic Affairs.
· Introduction of Margaret Head who will be serving as the Administrative Secretary to the Academic Senate until the position is filled permanently. 

· College-wide Reorganization Task Force:  Corny has appointed four faculty representatives to this task force from College Council.  The representatives are Brent Damron, Ann Tatum, Alice Desilagua, and John Giertz.
Accreditation Steering Committee (Pluta)
Four members of the 2012 ACCJC team will visit the college on Monday, October 28, and Tuesday, October 29.  Team members will meet with groups of campus representatives who are familiar with the work the college has done in response to each of the recommendations.  
ASC will be establishing a framework for the college community to discuss the ACCJC report (expected in late January/early February) and college response (spring 2014).  

ASC will conduct an evaluation of the accreditation process (second week of November).  

ASC will recommend to College Council a process for monitoring progress on Actionable Improvement Plans (AIPs).
There will be an open forum at the Levinson Center on Monday October 28, 2013 from 1:00-2:00 p.m.  Look for an Outlook invite. Team members will answer questions related to the accreditation process during this time.  A small handbook has been prepared call “Bluffs Notes” on the Bakersfield College Accreditation Follow-up Report which is available to help provide bullet points on the work the college has done in response to each accreditation recommendation.  
Assessment 
The Academic Senate Executive Board expects the President to finalize an appointment of the faculty co-chair within the week.  
Curriculum Committee (Rice/Carpenter)  
Billie Jo Rice distributed a Content Review Worksheet.  The Committee will review the charge and present it to the Academic Senate for approval.
Enrollment Management (Korcok)  
Michael Korcok reported that class sizes will be increased approximately 3-5 students per class.  The committee also discussed Wait Lists and will report more at the next meeting.   
EODAC (Hirayama) 
The Committee is in the process of revising the charge and will have for the Academic Senate to review at the October 16 meeting.   The committee is waiting for a classified person to be added to the committee.  
ISIT  
Web site set to launch January 4th, 2014.  Nick Strobel will revise the ISIT Charge document and add Christy Haycock as the Math representative to the ISIT committee. 
Program Review (Pluta)   
A dozen programs took advantage of the opportunity to have a First Review of their Annual Updates before they turned them in to their deans or managers; the committee evaluated the process and will use that information when the full set of Annual Updates comes in October 1.  

In addition to evaluating the Annual Update process and incorporating that information into next year’s process and the Three-Year Comprehensive Review, the committee will be preparing an Annual Update handbook, determining how to provide better data for programs (particularly those that require courses from more than one discipline), and advocating for development of web-based forms.

Treasurer, Charles Kim, did not provide a report.

OPPORTUNITY TO ADDRESS THE ACADEMIC SENATE 
Habits of Mind  
This initiative was presented to the Academic Senate by Rachel Vickery, Alex Henderson, Eileen Pierce, Travis Tillis, & Kimberly Van Horne.  Eight specific habits were developed under the acronym “ITS POSSIBLE:” Persist academically, Organize your thoughts, Strive for Excellence, Stay involved, Innovate, Be involved and focused, Learn for life, and Emphasize integrity. SGA is involved in the process with peer to peer contact.  “Habits of Mind” information has been posted on the BC Website and the committee is working with students to develop videos also.  Banners are going to be posted to promote the activity throughout the campus.  This is scheduled to roll out in January 2014 with campus involvement and faculty input to make a difference in the student’s mind.
