The Senate will consider a binding resolution confirming the appointments to the respective committees.
Participatory governance committee representatives serve as the official student voice in college governance and are responsible for representing student interests, attending committee meetings, and providing both written and oral reports to the Senate in accordance with Chapter 2, Section 04(g) of the BCSGA COBRA.
The Senate may consider the qualifications, availability, experience, and other matters permissible under the California Brown Act when considering appointments. Pursuant to the Brown Act, deliberation and action on appointments shall occur in open session.

APPOINTMENT OF SENATORS TO THE CAMPUS LIFE PROGRAMMING Board 
The Senate will consider a binding resolution appointing senators to serve on the campus life programming board (CLPB), as established in chapter 9 of the BCSGA COBRA. The CLPB works collaboratively with the Office of Student Life and campus partners to plan, implement, and evaluate campus-wide programs and activities that enhance student engagement, belonging, leadership development, and the overall student experience. Pursuant to chapter 9, section 05 of the BCSGA COBRA, the board includes two (2) BCSGA senators among its membership.
Appointed senators shall actively participate in board meetings and activities, support the planning and implementation of campus events, and represent the interests of the student body in the development of campus programming. The senate may consider the qualifications, availability, experience, and other matters permissible under the California Brown Act when considering appointments. Pursuant to the brown act, deliberation and action on appointments shall occur in open session.
