High Volume/Multi discipline rooms will be in the Media Services Unit Plan from now on. (original submitted to ISIT – May 2009 – KR) Update 11/4/2013
Forums 101 and 102 (East and West): Replacement of the LCD projector and adding control equipment – replacing existing infrastructure.  The existing projectors are over 9 years old and have been workhorse projectors.  We would also like to simplify the instructional environment by adding control equipment.  Cost for project $12,000  This is a high-volume/multi-discipline use area.  

2013:  Since then: Projectors were replaced in 2010.  They are due to be replaced in 2014.  We would also like to complete a technology upgrade to the classroom.  While the chairs were updated in 2012, the technology was not.  We need new sound/cabling completed.  Projector refresh as well.
Fine Arts 30:  Replacement of existing LCD projector – at end of life. 

This room requires a specific lens be purchased with the projector to ensure adequate throw coverage on the screen.  We are looking to contract with Serban Sound. The cost of this project is approximately $8,500. The lens is almost as costly as the projector.  This is a high-volume/multi-discipline use area.  

2013 - Since then:  The projector has been replaced twice.  The newest version was put in last year (2012).  This projector is used daily for up to 10 hours per day in most cases.  This is an extremely high-volume technology use room.  Summer 2013 – a new 16x10 aspect ratio electric screen was installed and white boards.  The projector was moved from the rear projection booth to outside of that booth.  It is mounted to a secure projector wall mount.  

Science & Engineering Lecture Halls (48, 51, 53, 56) with LCD Projector and control equipment.  These rooms all have document cameras and remote controls – we would look to add a piece of control/switching equipment that would eliminate the need for a remote control for the projector and simplify the instructional station.  Estimated Cost for this project approximately $20,000 for all 4 rooms including projectors.  These lecture halls are high volume, multi-discipline use areas. 

2013 – Since then:  The projectors have been replaced in 2011.  They should be due to be replaced in either 2014 or 2015.  These are high traffic rooms with excessive use.  The document cameras should also be replaced in 2014/2015. There is currently one room SE 53 that needs speaker installation, the other rooms have this.  Biology Faculty in the Annual Update process for Program Review have recommended moving to the 16x10 aspect ratio screens in each of the lecture halls to allow for greater flexibility with lecturing.  The image can stay high and they can have access to the white boards for lecture notes.  

Computer Labs Replace LCD Projectors (Humanities 52, Library 148, Science & Engineering 7).   Projectors in these high-use classrooms are either close to or at end of life. We recommend our lower end model to save on cost. Total Cost for project $3,500

2013- Since then:  Humanities 52 projector was replaced in 2011, Library 148 in 2012, Science & Engineering 7 was in 2012.  Humanities 52 should be replaced again in 2014 – this room gets maximum use.  
Library 182 Conference room replace projector due to end of life $700

2013- Since then, the projector was removed and this was turned into a dual monitor videoconferencing admin room.
